The Pronoun
Introduction
1. There are several types of pronouns in Arabic:
a) Some are attached to a noun.
b) Some are attached to a verb.
c) Some are INSIDE the verb (we will be looking at this).

d) Some are by themselves (we will be looking at this as well).

2. A pronoun is a word that replaces a noun in a sentence. Pronouns are used to avoid
repeating the same nouns over and over again. Example:
